1) Make sure you thoroughly go through this information sheet.  Failure to follow all the procedures may result in the cancellation of your exam grade(s).

2) Do not bring or turn on your cell phones or communication devices.  Students seen using any communication devices, even during the break, will have the devices confiscated and the student(s) dismissed.

3) Students must report to the exam location at least 15 minutes before the time indicated above for each exam.  Late students will not get any extra time.

4) Students must bring:
· Several sharpened No. 2 penciles with erasers for all multiple-choice answer sheets.

· Several black or dark-blue ball point pens for free-response questions in most exams.

· A watch.  Candidates are responsible for pacing themselves during the exam.  Watches should not beep or make noise that will distract other test takers.  However, the invigilator’s clock is deemed the official time.

· An AP – authorized calculator for Calculus AB*, BC* , Chemistry, Physics B, Physics C, and Statistics examinations.  Students may bring up to two calculators with them but calculators may not be shared with other students during the exam.  Unless permission is expressly given on a particular exam, calculator use is not allowed.  They must be graphing calculators. Check the approved list at www.collegeboard.com/apstudents.

· A ruler or straightedge for the Physics exams only.

· An I.D. with photo and signature.

5) Students must NOT bring:

· Books, compasses, correction fluid, dictionaries, highlighters, notes, rulers or straightedges (except as noted above)

· Scratch paper (rough work and notes may be made on portions of the exam booklets)

· Typewriting equipment, computers (except with prior approved permission), or calculators (except as noted above).

· Watches that beep or have an alarm.

· Portable listening or recording devices – even with headphones – or photographic equipment.

· Beepers, personal data assistants (PDAs) or cellular phones.

· Food or drinks.  Cough drops may be taken as needed).

· Clothing (t-shirts, for example) with subject-related information.

6) Pencil cases may not be placed on the exam desk.  Take out what you need and leave the pencil case on the floor.

7) Jackets and coats must not be placed on the back of chairs or on the floor near the chair.  There will be an area for all personal belongings.

8) Water bottles may not be palced next to you.  There will be a 5-10 minute break near the mid-point of each exam.  You may bring and keep your water bottles with your belongings.

9) Students are not permitted to complete a sentence (answer) in progress once the end (e.g., “stop working”) is called.  There will not be any final time warnings.

10) STUDENT AGREEMENT:  Each time a student takes an AP Exam s/he must sign eh following statement:

“To maintain the security of the exam and the validity of my AP Grade, I will allow no one else to see the multiple-choice questions.  I will seal the multiple-choice booklet when asked to do so, and I will not discuss these questions with anyone at any time after the completion of the section.  I am aware of and agree to the Program’s policies and procedures as outlined in the 2009-2010 Bulletin for AP Students and Parents – including using extended time only if I have been pre-approved by College Board Services for Students with Disabilities.”
