Introducing a NEW course selection…  Dance Company Gr. 9 – 12
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Dance Company (Urban Beat) was started at Moscrop four years ago as an extra curricular program for students who really showed a keen interest and desire to dance.  Moving it into the curriculum means that students will now receive course credit for Dance Company.  As a course, it is designed to give highly motivated dance students the opportunity to work with like-minded learners in a collaborative performance oriented ensemble on sophisticated repertoire in a variety of dance genres.  Students will have increased performance opportunities throughout the year including events such as a District Dance Company Shared Performance, a school tour and guest artists at district and other events.
Acceptance to this course will be through an audition process whereby students are selected by demonstrated evidence of skill and work ethic.  This is not a placement for first time beginning dancers.  Most of the dancers in the company will demonstrate a high level of technical skill however, there is room for a few promising, emerging dancers with both aptitude, some training and strong evidence of commitment and desire.
Dance Company 9 – 12 is a new course that is almost approved by the Ministry of Education and we are expecting to know the results by early March.  There will be time to individually place students if for some reason it didn’t carry, before the end of this school year.  At this time approval is pending.  It has received approval at the school board level and it is expected to receive full approval at this time.  So… sign up now.  Check with Ms Kay to hear when it receives approval in early March.  Watch for the school audition here in early May so that you don’t miss out on this new course offering especially if you love to dance!
