Course Outline

Accounting 11 is a foundation course for anyone who wishes to know more about how companies track the money they earn and how they track how it is spent.  The course is extremely useful for those who want to open up their own business or are pursuing a future career as an accountant.  

The course will cover the following:  Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (G.A.A.P.); Balance Sheet; Income Statement; Journal Entries; Ledger Accounts; Changes in Financial Positions; Provincial and Harmonized Sales Tax (P.S.T. and H.S.T.); Posting transactions; the Work Sheet; and completing the Accounting Cycle.  If there is time we can cover cash control, ratio analysis and Simply Accounting.

At the end of each chapter, there will be a unit test.  Assignments are to be done in class.  Anyone caught cheating will receive a zero mark for that work.  To be an accountant, a person has to be completely honest and have a duty of care to their clients (in this case, to Mr. G. Akizuki).
